Pupils learn about human reproduction in the context of the human lifecycle 
Pupils 
· know the correct terminology for describing how babies are made and born.
· can describe how starting a family is a big commitment and that there are many things to consider before starting a family.

Pupils learn how  a baby is made and grows 
(conception and pregnancy) 
Pupils 
· know the male and female body parts associated with conception and pregnancy 
· can define conception and understand the importance of implantation in the womb discussions around adoption.
· know what pregnancy is, where it occurs and how long it takes
· understand the development of a foetus 
· Understand the commitment of starting a family and the structure needed in place 


	· Ground rules: Remind the pupils of ground rules for PSHE lessons.  Ensure they are understood and followed.  Encourage maturity and consideration of others.
· Hook activity:   Introduce pupils to the objectives and the key vocabulary for the lesson.  Recap and discuss previous learning about making a baby, using questions such as:
· •What is the name of the cell from the male?
· •What is the name of the cell from the female?
· •How is a baby made?
· •Where does a baby grow?
· •How long does pregnancy usually last for
· What is a baby called while it is still in the womb?
· •Which two ways can a baby be born?
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· Introductory activity:   Explain to pupils that there are lots of things to consider before having a baby, and that it is important that people feel ready before starting a family. Ask pupils what they think someone would need to consider before deciding to have a baby and make a list of ideas. 
· Examples might include:
· •having somewhere to live
· •having a job/enough money
· •having support from family and/or friends
· •being in love with their partner. Some pupils may be in families with new babies – if they wish, they could share their experience of what needs to be in place before having a baby, and how things change when a baby is born. Ask pupils to write on building blocks (post-its) ideas of what someone would need to plan for before having a baby.
· Main activity:  Using the Stages of reproduction worksheet, ask pupils to arrange the stages of 
conception and birth and present them in the correct order.  Discuss answers with the class and ensure pupils have opportunities to question anything they may not understand. Ensure any continuing misunderstandings or myths are dispelled.
Closing activity:  Provide each pupil with a question slip (e.g. a post-it note or a piece of paper). Encourage them to write down any questions they may still have and place their slips in the question box provided. Emphasise to pupils that they are in a safe space and that they should not try to look at questions from peers – this is an opportunity for everyone to ask questions that they might have individually. 
Remind pupils:
· No question is a silly question.
· Nobody will be in trouble for asking a question about this topic.
· if they don’t have a question, they should write ‘no question’ and post that in the 
· box.
· •All questions will be answered, either as part of the lesson or during the next lesson, or, if necessary, with individuals (refer to the accompanying teacher guidance on responding to questions).

Key Vocabulary: Sperm, egg, birth, babies, penis, conception, hormones. vagina, adoption, miscarriage, C-section, Breast feeding, formula feeding, scan, cervix, foetus.
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
