Talking To Your Child About Race

At Wylde Green Primary School, we are proud to be an inclusive
community where every child is valued and celebrated. One
important way we can support this is by helping children to
understand and talk about race in a positive, open and
age-appropriate way.

Why These Conversations Matter

Children notice differences from an early age, including skin
colour, language and culture. Talking about race helps children
understand the world around them, develop empathy and build
respect for others. When adults speak openly, it helps children
feel confident and reassured.

Start Simple and Be Honest

Use clear language that suits your child’s age. You do not need to
have all the answers. Being calm, honest and open is what matters
most. Simple explanations about how people may look different
but are equally important can have a big impact.

Encourage Questions

Children are naturally curious. Encourage them to ask questions
and answer without embarrassment or judgement. If you are
unsure, you can learn together. This shows that understanding
others is an ongoing process.

Celebrate Diversity

Share books, stories and experiences that reflect different
cultures and backgrounds. This helps children see diversity as
positive and enriching.

Challenge Stereotypes

If your child repeats a stereotype, treat it as a learning
opportunity. Talk about why the idea may not be fair or accurate
and reinforce values of kindness and respect.

Be a Role Model

Children learn from what they see. Showing respect, curiosity and
kindness towards others will help your child do the same.

Keep the Conversation Going

These conversations should happen over time, not just once.
